Claremont Forum Prison Light Project.  Please complete this form and return it as soon as 
possible.  Please check in with us anytime after 9am on October 16th to receive your space 
assignment.  Parking is available underground (but entry height is limited to 7'), the Claremont 
Village Parking Garage, and in front of the Packing House Building.  It is accessible using ramps 
on the first floor.  There is an elevator from the basement parking to the first floor.  The vending 
spaces are indoors in two sizes: 6' Suitable for a table or rack which costs $10 and 10'x10' 
suitable for an EZ up that costs $30. 
 
The Packing House is an historic building converted to an arts space.  Please do not tack, staple, 
nail, glue, pin, or tape anything to the walls, ceilings, floors, doors, or woodwork.  Also, confine 
yourself to the space you've been allocated out of respect for the other vendors.  Fire regulation 
will be enforced.  Be sure all walkways and access areas remain clear.  We're providing space - 
you provide your own table, chairs, tent, lighting, racks, etc.  We do have some electrical outlets 
but not for every space - so let us know if you REALLY need it.  Electrical outlets will be 
allocated on a first-paid, first received basis.  Wireless internet is available in the building. 
 
Businesses in the building will remain open during the event - including Casablanca Restaurant 
and the Wine Bar.  Food and beverages will be available nearby for purchase throughout the day.  
The festival will be open to the public free of charge.  Most businesses open on Saturday by 10 - 
so you might want to be up and ready to vend by that time.  We will have drumming and dancing 
outdoors on the patio starting at 3pm, and inside in the Atrium where you will be vending from 
6-9pm.  We must be packed up and out of the building by 10pm.   BTW: There is a comedy club 
that has a show that will start at 10 upstairs.  It's a great way to unwind after a profitable day of 
vending.
